Commission, Commissioner Lundy nominated Commissioner Beeler.
Commissioner Durrett passed. Commissioner Smith passed. Commissioner Ward
passed. Commissioner Schoonmaker passed. Commissioner Busler nominated
Commissioner Schoonmaker. Commissioner Beeler passed. Commissioner
Dailey passed. Commissioner Jay passed. Commissioner Biggs passed.
Commissioner Hill arrived later at the meeting.

At this time, Commissioner Schoonmaker withdrew his name from
nomination.

Commissioner Jay moved that the nominations cease and
Commissioner Beeler be elected Chair of the Knox County Commission by
acclamation.
